School Plan for Shared Scholar Achievement

What is it?
This is the plan that describes how Cotee River Elementary will provide opportunities to improve family engagement to support learning. CRES values the contributions and involvement of parents and family members to establish an equal partnership for the common goal of improving scholar achievement. How is it revised?

CRES will provide full opportunity for the participation of parents and family members with limited English, with disabilities and of migratory children.
